BROWN MACKIE COLLEGE – NORTH CANTON TO BREAK GROUND 

ON NEW FACILITY IN CANTON 
 

(CANTON, Ohio – December 14, 2006)    Brown Mackie College – North Canton will break ground on a 

new 50,000-square-foot facility located in Canton on Tuesday, January 16, 2007 at 10 a.m.  Peter Perkowski, 

campus president of Brown Mackie College – North Canton, will be joined by local dignitaries and community 

leaders for the groundbreaking ceremony. The beginning of construction on the new facility signifies a new era for 

Brown Mackie College – North Canton. 

 

 “The new facility will help us expand our level of technology, equipment, and facility resources,” says 

Perkowski.  “We are excited for our students, as this will further enhance the quality of their educational 

experience.” 

 

Brown Mackie College – North Canton faculty, staff and students will be present at the groundbreaking, as 

well as community representatives and project leaders from Education Management Corporation (EDMC), the 

parent company of Brown Mackie College – North Canton. 

 

Currently, Brown Mackie College – North Canton is located at 1320 W. Maple Street, North Canton, and 

the new building will be located on Munson Street NW in Canton. The new building, which is double the size of the 

current facility, will accommodate over 1,000 students and feature an expanded library, four new nursing labs, two 

new medical assisting labs, and six new computer technology labs.   

 

With construction slated to continue throughout the spring, Brown Mackie College – North Canton leaders 

expect to move into the new facility by as early as June 2007.  According to Danny Finuf, Brown Mackie College 

system president, the construction of the new building marks more than just a new building opening.
